Gateway Adult Summer League 
2010 General Rules 
1. Teams and Players 

A. All team members listed on a roster must be paid Gateway members, amateurs and over the age of 18. 


B. A player may be listed on only one roster per season. A player may only play on one court, Men/Women’s or Mixed per match.


C. Each team must guarantee the availability of at least 3 courts with access to restroom facilities. Any approved court surface is acceptable. Any required court or guest fees are the responsibility of the host team if not paid by Gateway. 


D. Rosters must be submitted 2 weeks prior to the season’s start date by e-mail or hard copy. Rosters must have 6 Full Time Men and 6 Full Time Women. The maximum Full Time players on a roster are 9 men and 9 women. GTA Players, not on another roster, can Sub then be added to your Roster. Non GTA Players may sub but will have to pay the $20 fee to join GTA within 7 days or their court becomes a forfeit.

E. A player must participate in at least 2 scheduled matches to be eligible for an award or any playoffs required. 

2. Captains


A. Each team must have a captain or acting captain present at the start of match to exchange previously agreed upon Lineups and introduce teams. Captains will Phone or E each other by Thursday to talk over lineups & exchange player contacts for bad weather.  An effort should be made to insure each match has balanced skill levels of opponents.  Each match must he recorded with the home captain E-mailing scores to both the GTA Coordinator and the other captain within 48 hours of a completed match. 

B. Any disputes unresolved by captains must be documented and submitted to Gateway Tennis Assn. for resolution. 


3. Match Rules and Scoring
A. All matches will be the best 2 of 3 sets. Normal Tennis Scoring applies for the 1st 2 sets. A 7 point tie-break, first to 7 points by a margin of 2, will be in effect anytime the score reaches 6-all in these sets.  Due to Sunset/Indoor Court Time limits the 3rd Set will be a 10 point tie-break as specified by USTA (first team to score 10 points by a margin of 2) to finish the match. 

B. Gateway Tennis Assn. will not furnish linespersons or umpires for matches. Home teams are required to furnish 1 can of new USTA approved yellow balls for each match. Home team has the option to serve or receive serve to start the match for each individual court.

D. All dual meets will be played in the evening hours to avoid excessive heat. Play must start not later than 6:30 PM. 

E. Players default games if they are 10 Minutes late until arrival. They lose a set if 20 minutes late & the Match if 30 Minutes late. 

F. Warm-up time is limited to 10 minutes & play must be continuous as specified by USTA rules. Water and Bathroom breaks are always okay as long as both teams agree with their length. 
G. In the event of a racquet or other personal equipment failure, a player may leave the court for a maximum of 5 minutes to correct the situation. Violation of this time limit will result in match forfeiture. 

H. Each court won earns one point. The won-loss percentage of points determines the season champion at the end of league play. In the event of two or more teams tied for most points earned we will have Co-Champions that season.
H. Coaching is illegal! Teammates, spectators, or coaches may not volunteer advice on line calls, scoring or conduct of a match. Captains are responsible for enforcement.

I. Cheering good play is encouraged when not interfering with play. Good sportsmanship is expected of all players and spectators. Please report any poor sportsmanship to your Captain as well as the GTA Board so we can take the appropriate action. Good sportsmanship is at the heart of all Gateway Tennis Leagues.  


4. Penalties and Forfeitures

A. In any match where an ineligible player participates, the guilty team will forfeit that court’s results. 
B. See Section 3 Rule E for Defaults due to Players being late.
C. Any team having excessive defaults shall have all of its matches nullified and the remainder of the season treated as a bye. Excessive defaults is defined as a complete meet defaulted or an average of one default per meet at completion of the fifth scheduled week.

D. A team having excessive defaults as defined above may have its players suspended for the following season. 

E. Any player playing under an assumed name or person aware of such action and not reporting it will be kicked out of Gateway. 


5. Inclement Weather 

A. The host team captain must contact the opposing team captain at least 2 hours prior to the scheduled start if the playing surfaces are unplayable due to inclement weather. In the event that the teams have assembled for scheduled play and/or play is interrupted, a logical wait to determine if conditions are acceptable to both teams to start/resume play is required.

B. All postponed meets will be rescheduled, by mutual agreement, within the season. Failure to reach mutual agreement will result in a “Bye’ being declared. A “Bye” means both teams record 3 losses for that match. Any interrupted match shall be resumed from the point of suspension. 
The current printing of USTA Rules of Tennis and cases and decisions govern all play and are binding with Gateway Board approval.
